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Progress of Development Projects and Programmes as at 30"
September 2018

With the objective of accomplishing the development targets of the country
1387 development projects and programmes have been implemented at the
end of 3" quarter of 2018, under the purview of 43 Line Ministries and one
State Ministry. (23 Projects out of these are being implemented jointly by 2
respective ministries .) Approximately, Rs. 818 billion has been allocated for
2018 through local and foreign financing for those projects and programmes.

Rs. 654 billion (80%) out of the above total allocation is financed through the
annual Budget Estimates to implement 1,269 projects and, Rs. 164 billion (
20%) of the total allocation is financed through various other sources such as
generated funds of respective institutions and direct loans obtained by the
implementing agencies. (Annex- I)

Financial Progress

The expected expenditure for the implementation of these projects during the
3" quarter of 2018 was Rs. 578 billion while the actual expenditure reported
as Rs. 384 billion, which is equivalent to 66% of the targeted expenditure for
this quarter. This expenditure is nearly 47% compared to the annual
allocation. However, the total expenditure reaches to 78% compared to the
targeted expenditure of the quarter and 55% of the annual allocation, when
the bills in hand related to projects also taken into consideration.

According to the reported data, only 198 (40%) of mega scale projects were
able to achieve more than 75% of progress against their targeted expenditure
for the 3" quarter. A serious attention is called for 149 (30%) of mega scale
projects which have not been able to achieve at least 25% of the targeted
progress.

In consideration of the financial progress of project implementation by each
line ministry, only 11 line ministries were able to achieve more than 75% of
the third quarter targeted expenditure. Particularly, 03 line ministries were not
able to achieve at least 25% of financial progress in implementation of their
projects. There are 57 projects under these 03 line ministries and 11 out of
these projects are mega scale projects.

Physical Progress

During the 3™ quarter, only 710 (51 %) out of all projects achieved more than
75% of targeted quarterly physical progress. Only 246 ( 50%) of mega scale
projects, were able to achieve this level of progress.

In addition, special attention need to be paid on 224 projects which included
81 mega scale projects that have not been able to achieve at least 25% of
targeted physical progress.

Project cost and time variations

At the time of review, it is observed that the reported TEC of 36 mega scale
projects higher than their original cost and the changes in the project scope is
the main reason reported for this situation. Apart from this, reduction in total




cost has been reported from 09 projects during the reviewed quarter due to the
weaknesses in preparation of estimates.

Extensions for project period have been obtained for 195 projects due to the
inability to complete those projects within the expected period as result of
issues such as delay in procurement, inefficiency and poor cash-flow of
contractors, issues in land acquisition, etc. 100 projects in this category are
mega scale projects. In addition, 12 terminated or suspended projects have
been reported from 07 line ministries and one of them is a mega project.

As at the end of 3" quarter 2018 there were 26 completed projects and 108
physically completed projects (but financial closure is being processed) and
these figures were reported as 07 and 10 respectively, by the end of 2" quarter
2018.

Overall assessment of the progress of development projects during 3™ quarter
reveals that projects financed through various other sources shows lower
progress than the projects financed through the annual budget estimate.
Therefore, taking immediate remedial measures after analysis of hindering
factors for the efficient and effective completion of these projects and
programmes to achieve their expected development targets should be given
priority.
